Croatia is a premier yachting destination, celebrated for its stunning coastal towns, 
hidden coves, and vibrant culture. While its popularity brings crowds and higher costs, 
our early-season itinerary and varied overnight options are designed to give you the 
best possible experience.

Saturday 13 June
Milna

Once we have completed formalities 

we sail into the Adriatic and across to 

the bay at Milna, 12 nm away. Eat on 

board, or take the tender into the town 

with its picturesque harbour lined 

with old stone houses and yachts. 

There are plenty of restaurants to 

choose from, offering seafood dishes 

such as grilled squid, octopus salad, 

and sardines.

Sunday 14 June
Palmižana

We set sail to the Palmižana (approx. 

12 nm) stopping on the way for lunch 

and a swim. Palmižana is known for 

its pristine beaches, crystal clear 

waters, and lush vegetation. We will 

stay at the ACI Marina from which 

you can take a short water-taxi ride 

to Hvar Town and explore at your own 

leisure, returning late in the evening 

if you wish. Alternatively, stay on the 

island and explore its numerous trails 

leading to hidden coves and seclud-

ed bays before eating at Ristorante 

Palmižana Meneghello.

Monday 15 June
Korčula

Enjoy a lovely sail across the bay to 

the island of Korčula stopping for a 

swim and perhaps a snorkel at the is-

let of Proizd.  Then on to the town of 

Vela Luka where we dock at the Ma-

rina Korkyra. Plenty of time to explore 

the town which boasts a collection 

of seafront restaurants, historic arte-

facts and artsy pursuits.

Tuesday 16 June
Vis Town

Sail towards Vis Town, on the NE side 

of Vis Island (approx. 12 nm). On the 

way we stop at Uvala Stončica, a bay 

surrounded by lush vegetation and 

crystal-clear waters. The shallow wa-

ters are perfect for swimming and 

snorkelling, with plenty of colourful 

fish and corals. In Vis Town we an-

chor or dock along the quay. Vis is 

known for its charming local culture 

and rich history and is more laid back 

than other islands. Dinner is at Kono-

ba Kantun, a family-run restaurant 

that offers a range of traditional Dal-

matian dishes and excellent seafood.

Wednesday 17 June

Komiža

Sail around Vis and then across to 
the islet of Ravnic to visit the famous 
Green Cave. Once inside the Green 
Cave you’re allowed to swim, snor-
kel and even jump from the roof of 
the cave, right into the sea! Then on 
to Komiža where we stay overnight 
on moorings. Dinner is at Konoba 
Jastožera (featured on Mama Mia 2 
when Colin Firth falls out the restau-
rant window!) where you bring your 
tender through the gates and right 
into the restaurant.

Thursday 18 June
Maslinica

Set sail to the north for Maslinica (ap-
prox. 24 nm), a port village on the is-
land of Šolta. The picturesque town 
is known for its tranquillity – some-
thing of a rarity in Croatian waters! 
We moor at the marina, or anchor 
a short distance and take a line to 
shore – this way you get your own pri-
vate swimming spot! Eat ashore or on 
your yacht.

Friday 19 June
Trogir

After a slow start with a swim, morn-
ing coffee and cake raise the anchor 
and head towards are base near Split 
(10 nm). On the way we will stop at 
Uvala Krknjas, a delightful bay for 
lunch and swimming. Upon arrival at 
our base you have the option to head 
into nearby Split or Trogir and spend 
some time exploring the charming 
town and its many historic sites be-
fore we have a enjoy our last dinner 
together.

Saturday 20 June
Departure

We need to leave the yachts by 0900. 
Split airport is close by for flights to 
numerous destinations either direct 
or via Zagreb.



Hosted Yacht Costs
The cost of the 7-day hosted catamaran is $3,990 per per-
son, twin share subject to these terms and conditions.  

Hosted Yacht Inclusions
Cabin and facilities on yacht, tourist tax, yacht insurance, 
linen, towel, end cleaning. 

Shared Costs & Kitty
The hosted yacht runs a kitty to cover marinas, water, fuel 
and food & drink supplies. Expect around $500 per person.

Not Included
Anything not explicitly included. Airfares, transfers, travel 
insurance, shared costs as above.

Hosted Yacht Payment
A non-refundable deposit of $1,500 per person is payable 
to confirm your berth or cabin. An invoice will be issued for 
final payment which is due on March 1, 2026. 

Hosted Yacht Cancellation
If the tour is cancelled by Blue Water SS due to unforeseen 
circumstances such as Coronavirus we will refund all pay-
ments. 

It is recommended that travel insurance be taken out at the 
time of booking.

Air Transport & Transfers
Participants are responsible for purchasing their own air-
fares. Transfers not included. 

Bookings, Terms & Conditions

‘Bareboat’ Charter Yachts
Skippers must have the ICC qualification and will be re-
quired to place a deposit on their own credit card. They 
will also be required to sign a contract with our supplier. 
Yachts must be booked through us and prices include a 
flotilla fee. Skippers are responsible for all their own costs. 
Costs shown include transit log and are an estimate only 
and will be confirmed on enquiry. Tourist tax extra.

Travel Insurance
Participants are required to have travel insurance. It is the 
responsibility of the participants to obtain insurance. 

Passports & Privacy
You require a passport with at least 6 months validity from 
the end of the tour. You will need to provide full passport 
details. This information is held securely and in strict confi-
dence and deleted at the end of the tour.
